THE WEDDING FEAST AT CANA

After spending many years in Nazareth, our Lord sets out to preach the coming of the Kingdom of God. All the
evangelists report the first act in this new stage of Christ's life: his baptism by John the Baptist on the banks of the
Jordan. But only St. John the Evangelist mentions our Lady's presence at the beginning of Jesus' public life: On the
third day, a wedding feast took place in Cana of Galilee, and the Mother of Jesus was there. Jesus, too, and his disciples
were invited to the wedding " (Jn 2:1-2). There Jesus, at the request of his Mother, carries out his first miracle.

A Jewish wedding feast usually lasted seven days, and in a small town like Cana, it is likely that everyone took
part in the celebration, in one way or another. Jesus came accompanied by his first disciples. With so many people
attending, it is not surprising that the wine ran short. Ever attentive to the needs of those around her, Mary was the first
to realize it and told her Son: They have no wine (Jn 2:3). After his reply (which is not easy to interpret), Jesus complied
with his Mother's request and performed a great miracle by converting water into wine.

Going beyond the historical fact of the wedding, John stresses that Mary's presence at the beginning and at the

end of Jesus' public life corresponds to a divine plan. The name our Lord uses to address her in Cana ("woman," rather
than "mother") seems to show his intention to form a family founded, not on the bonds of blood, but on faith.
This is the same way God addressed Eve in Paradise, when promising that from her progeny would come the Re-
deemer (Gen 3:15). In Cana, Mary realizes that her maternal mission does not end on the natural plane: God is relying
on her to be the spiritual Mother of his Son's disciples. Thanks to her intervention, the disciples' faith in the promised
Messiah begins to grow. John himself states this at the end of his account: And so, it was in Cana of Galilee that Jesus
performed the first of the signs by which he manifested his glory, and his disciples believed in him (Jn 2:11). May Our
Lady's intercession also help us to grow our belief in her Son.

LAS BODAS EN CANA

Después de pasar muchos afios en Nazaret, nuestro Sefior se prepara para predicar la venida del Reino de Dios.
Todos los evangelistas describieron el primer acto en esta nueva etapa de la vida de Jesus: su bautismo por Juan el Bautista
en las orillas de el Jordan. Pero solamente San Juan el evangelista, menciona la presencia de nuestra Sefiora al principio de
la vida publica de Jesus: En el tercer dia, tuvo lugar una fiesta de bodas en Cana de Galilea, y la madre de Jesus estaba alli.
También Jesiis y sus discipulos fueron invitados a la boda "(Jn 2:1-2). Alli Jesis, a peticion de su madre, realiza su primer
milagro.

Un banquete de boda judia generalmente duraba siete dias, y en una pequefa ciudad como Cana, es probable que
todo el mundo participaron en la celebracion de una forma u otra. Jests vino acompaiiado de sus primeros discipulos. Con
tantos asistentes, no es sorprendente que el vino se acabara. Siempre atenta a las necesidades de aquellos a su alrededor,
Maria fue la primera en darse cuenta de ello y le dijo a su hijo: no tienen vino (Jn 2:3). Después de su respuesta (que no es
facil de interpretar), Jests cumpli6 con la peticion de su madre y realizé un gran milagro convirtiendo el agua en vino.

Yendo mas alla del hecho histérico de la boda, Juan hace hincapié en que la presencia de Maria al principio y al final

- de la vida publica de Jesus corresponde a un plan divino. El nombre que nuestro Sefior utiliza hacia ella en Cana ("mujer,"en
lugar de "madre") parece demostrar su intencion de formar una familia fundada, no en los lazos de sangre, sino en la fe.

Esta es la misma manera en que se Dios dirigio a Eva en el paraiso cuando promete que de su descendencia vendria
el Redentor (Gen 3:15). En Cana, Maria se da cuenta de que su mision materna no termina en el plano natural: Dios depende
en ella para ser la madre espiritual de los discipulos de su hijo. Gracias a su intervencion, la fe de los discipulos en el Mesias
prometido comienza a crecer. Juan mismo dice al final de su cuenta: Y asi, fue que Jestis en Cané de Galilea realizo el primero
de los signos en que él manifesto su gloria y sus discipulos creyeron en €l (Jn 2:11). Que por la intercesién de la Virgen nos
ayude a que nuestra fe cerzca mas en su Hijo.
