IT IS MY BODY. THIS IS MY BLOOD

Today we solemnly celebrate Christ’s Eucharistic presence amongst us, “the gift by excellence™ «Itis my body (...).
This is my blood» (Mk 14:22-24). Let us get ready to stimulate our soul with the “Eucharistic wonder” (John Paul IT).

In their Passover meal the Jewish people commemorated the history of salvation, the wonders God bestowed upon his
people, especially their deliverance from slavery in Egypt. During this commemoration, each family ate the Paschal Lamb.
Jesus Christ becomes the new and definite Paschal Lamb sacrificed in the Cross and eaten in the Eucharistic Bread.

The Eucharist is sacrifice: the sacrifice of Christ’s immolated body and his blood shed for all of us. This was already
anticipated in the Last Supper. And, throughout history, it will be renewed with each Eucharist. In the Eucharist we find our
nourishment: it is the new nourishment that provides the Christian with life and strength on his way towards the Father.

The Eucharist means Christ’s presence amongst us. The resurrected and glorious Christ dwells with us, in a mysteri-
ous but real way, in the Eucharist. This presence implies on our side a worship attitude and an attitude of personal communion
with Him. His Eucharistic presence guarantees that He remains with us and is working on his salvation plan for us.

The Eucharist is a mystery of faith. It is the Church’s centre and key of life. It is the source and the deeper roots of the
Christian existence. Without the Eucharistic presence the Christian faith would be just reduced to a philosophy.

With the institution of the Eucharist Jesus gives us the commandment of love of charity. It is not either the last advice
from the friend that is going far away or from the father who is getting ready for his final journey. It is the confirmation of the
dynamism He provides us with. With the Baptism we start a new life that is nourished with the Eucharist. The dynamism of this
life impels us to love our neighbours and it is a dynamic growth that may even induce us to sacrifice our own life: it is in this
context that the world will realize we are Christians.

Christ loves us because He receives the life from the Father. We shall love by receiving the life from the Father,
especially through the Eucharistic nourishment.

CORPUS CHRISTI

The Feast of Corpus Christi, or the Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ
(as it is often called today), goes back to the 13th century, but it celebrates
something far older: the institution of the Sacrament of Holy Communion
at the Last Supper. While Holy Thursday is also a celebration of this mys-
tery, the solemn nature of Holy Week, and the focus on Christ’s Passion
on Good Friday, overshadows that aspect of Holy Thursday.
Thus, in 1246, Bishop Robert de Thorete of the Belgina diocese of Liege,
at the suggestion of St. Juliana of Mont Cornillon (also in Belgium), con-
vened a synod and instituted the celebration of the feast. From Liége, the
celebration began to spread, and, on September 8, 1264, Pope Urban IV
issued the papal bull “Transiturus,” which established the Feast of Corpus
Christi as a universal feast of the Church, to be celebrated on the Thursday
following Trinity Sunday.
At the request of Pope Urban IV, St. Thomas Aquinas composed the office
(the official prayers of the Church) for the feast. This office is widely
considered one of the most beautiful in the traditional Roman Breviary (the
official prayer book of the Divine Office or Liturgy of the Hours), and it is
the source of the famous Eucharistic hymns “Pange Lingua Gloriosi” and
“Tantum Ergo Sacramentum.”
For centuries after the celebration was extended to the universal Church,
the feast was also celebrated with a eucharistic procession, in which the
. Sacred Host was carried throughout the town, accompanied by hymns and
litanies. The faithful would venerate the Body of Christ as the procession
passed by. In recent years, this practice has almost disappeared, though
some parishes still hold a brief procession around the outside of the parish

church.

Al poco tiempo el mismo Papa Urbano IV encargé al insigne tedlogo
dominico, Tomas de Aquino, la preparacién de un oficio litirgico propio
para esta fiesta y la creacién de cantos e himnos para celebrar a Cristo
Eucaristia.

Después de esta breve noticia histérica, parece obvio el porqué de esta
celebracion. La Iglesia entera —fieles y pastores, unidos en un solo corazén-
quiere honrar solemnemente y tributar un especial culto de adoracidén a
Jesucristo, realmente presente en el santisimo sacramento de la Eucaristia,
memorial de su pasién, muerte y resurreccion por amor a nosotros, banquete
sacrificial y alimento de vida eterna.
