THIS IS THE WORK OF AN ENEMY

Today, Christ. Always, Christ. From him we come; the good seeds sowed in our life also come from Him.
God visits us —the Kempis says— in the consolation and in the desolation, with the sweet taste and with the bitter
taste, with the flower and with the thorn, in the cold and in the heat, in the beauty and in the suffering, in our joy and
in our sadness, in our courage and in our fears... because everything has been redeemed through Christ (He also felt
the fear and he overcome it). As St. Paul says, «And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who
love him» (Rom 8:28).

All this is fine, but... there is a mystery of iniquity and wickedness that does not come from God, that extends
beyond us and ravages the Church, whichis God’s garden. And we would like God to be “‘somewhat™ more powerful,
more “here and now”, that He would be more demanding and would not let these distressing forces in: «Do you want
us to go and pull up [the weeds]?» (Mt 13:28). In his last book Memory and Identity, John Paul II wrote this: «We
patiently suffer God’s mercy», that waits until last moment to offer salvation to all souls, especially those more in
need of its mercy («Let them just grow together until harvest»: Mt 13:30). And, as He is the Lord of our lives and of
all mankind, He pulls the threads of our existence, while respecting our freedom. And along with our afflictions we are
supplied with overabundant grace to overcome them, to sanctify ourselves, to head towards Him, tobe a permanent
offertory, to make his Kingdom grow.

Through each encounter, each event, Christ, divine pedagogue, introduces us to His school of lifc. He comes
to meet us and says: —But take heart! | have overcome the world. I am with you always, until the end of the age» (cf.
Jn 16:33; Mt 28:20). He also tells us: —Don’t judge; but, rather, do as [ do, wait, trust, pray for all those erring, and
sanctify them as members you are very much interested in, for they are members of your own body.

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REFLECTION OF THE WEEK

If you do not strive to the
fullest, how will you know
where is your limit?

ST. MARY MAGDALENE
Mary Magdalene Mary of Magdala and sometimes The Magdalene, is a
religious figure in Christianity. She is usually thought of as the second-most
important woman in the New Testament after Mary, the mother of Jesus.
Mary Magdalene traveled with Jesus as one of his followers. She was
present at Jesus’ two most important moments: the crucifixion and the
resurrection. Within the four Gospels, the oldest historical record mention-
ing her name, she is named at least 12 times, more than most of the
apostles. The Gospel references describe her as courageous, brave enough
to stand by Jesus in his hours of suffering, death and beyond.
In the New Testament, Jesus cleansed her of “seven demons™,[Lk. 8:2]
[Mk. 16:9] sometimes interpreted as referring to complex illnesses. Mary
was most prominent during Jesus’ last days. When Jesus was crucified by
the Romans, Mary Magdalene was there supporting him in his final mo-
ments and mourning his death. She stayed with him at the cross after the
other disciples (except John the Beloved) had fled. She was at his burial,
and she is the only person that all four Gospels say was first to realize that
Jesus had risen and to testify to that central teaching of faith. John 20 and
Mark 16:9 specifically name her as the first person to see Jesus after his
Resurrection. She was there at the “beginning of a movement that was
going to transform the West”. She was the “Apostle to the Apostles”, an
honorific that fourth-century orthodox theologian Augustine gave her[9]
and that others earlier had possibly conferred on her.
Throughout the centuries there have been many extra-biblical speculations
about her role before and after she met Jesus. These have included harlot,
wife, mother and secret lover. Her true role seems to have been of leader-
ship among the women following Jesus, similar to the role of Simon Peter
among the men.
St. Mary Magdalene is considered to be a saint by the Catholic, Orthodox,
" Anglican and Lutheran churches—with a feast day of July 22. Other Prot-
estant churches honor her as a heroine in the faith. The Eastern Orthodox
churches also commemorate her on the Sunday of the Myrrhbearers, the
Orthodox equivalent of one of the Western Three Marys traditions.

STA. MARIA MAGDALENA

Esta mujer llamada Maria Magdalena, asi llamada por nacer en la localidad
de Magdala, cerca de Tiberias, o por la expresién Talmuidica que significa
“cabello crespo de mujer”.

Esta mujer es recordada hoy en dia como una de las mujeres que acompaiiaron
y siguieron a Cristo, es la segunda persona nombrada a los pies de la cruz, ha
sido quien vio a Cristo yaciendo en su tumba y fue la primera testigo reconocida
de la Resurreccion. Existen varias hipotesis a cerca de esta mujer, ya que se
sostiene una teoria sobre la identidad de esta mujer, ya que podria ser la
misma llamada “Maria de Betania”, hermana de Lazaro, pero nada es seguro.
Maria Magdalena ha sido identificada a menudo con otras mujeres que
aparecen en los evangelios, cuando a partir de los siglos VI y VII, en la
Iglesia Latina se identifica a Maria Magdalena con la mujer pecadora que, en
Galilea, en casa de Simén el fariseo, ungid los pies de Jests con sus lagrimas.
Luego, por otra parte armonizando los evangelios, se la identifica a esta
mujer pecadora con Maria, la hermana de Lazaro, que, en Betania, unge con
un perfume la cabeza de Jesus, ya que si bien no dicen el nombre de Maria,
dicen que ha sido una mujer y que la uncién ocurre en casa de Simén el
leproso. Pero a raiz de esto, en buena parte a San Gregorio Magno, en
Occidente se extiende la idea de que las tres mujeres eran la misma persona.
Pero siguiendo los datos evangélicos no sugieren que haya que identificara
Maria Magdalena con Maria, la que le unge a Jesiis en Betania, ya que ésta
es la hermana de Lazaro, como tampoco deducir que sea la misma que la
pecadora que ungid a Jesus, aunque la identificacion es comprensible por el
hecho de que San Lucas, inmediatamente después del relato en que Jesus
perdona a esta mujer, sefiala que le asistian algunas mujeres, entre ellas
Maria Magdalena, de la que habia expulsado siete demonios.
De todos modos, su papel de relieve en el evangelio, deja evidencia de que
Magdalena ha sido una figura que recibe especial atencion en algunos grupos
marginales de la primitiva Iglesia. Son fundamentalmente sectas gnosticas,
cuyos escritos recogen revelaciones secretas de Jesis después de la
resurreccion y recurren a la figura de Maria para trasmitir sus ideas. Conforme
a las hipgotesis, Maria muere en Aix-en, siendo sus reliquias llevadas a
Vézelay.
